· All vendors must be fully set up by 8:45 a.m. 
· Vendors are expected to remain for the full duration of the market unless approved otherwise by management. 
Vendor Spaces
· Vendor spaces are assigned by market management. 
· Please remain within your assigned space. 
· Vendors must provide their own tents, tables, chairs, and display materials. 
· All tents must be properly weighted for safety. 

Attendance
· Please notify market management if you cannot attend. 
· Repeated no-shows or late arrivals may result in loss of vendor privileges or future placement.

Food Vendors
· Vendors must follow all local and state health department regulations. 
· Required licenses and permits must be available upon request. 
· Vendors are responsible for safe food handling practices. 
Conduct & Professionalism
All vendors are expected to maintain a respectful and professional environment.
The following will not be tolerated:
· Harassment or aggressive behavior 
· Excessive profanity 
· Negative or defamatory remarks about the market or other vendors 
· Attempting to recruit or “poach” vendors during market hours 
· Creating conflict or disruption within the market 
The Pigeon Farmers Market reserves the right to remove vendors who violate these expectations.

Clean Up
· Vendors are responsible for keeping their spaces clean. 
· All trash must be removed at the end of the market day. 

Weather Policy
The market operates rain or shine unless conditions are deemed unsafe by market management.
